A FEW WORDS ABOUT PRODUCT SAFETY:
Your Carnivore Tube Doors are intended to enhance the utility and enjoyment of your off road capable vehicle. Follow 
safety information and installation recommendations. Throughout these instructions is important safety information 
that is generally preceded by one of three signal words indicating the relative risk of injury, property damage or 
adverse consequence.

NOTICE
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Vehicle Preperation

Put on safety glasses. Start by removing your vehicle's factory doors. Refer to your vehicle's owner manual or visit 
the video section of Quadratec's website: www.Quadratec.com for proper removal of your factory doors. Retain the 
factory door retaining nuts for use with your tube doors. To remove the door retention nuts use a T50 Torx wrench.

REQUIRED TOOLS: 
- Safety Glasses
- 13mm Open End Wrench
- 10mm Open End Wrench
- T50 Torx Wrench
- Carboard Shims

PARTS & REQUIRED TOOLS
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Put on safety glasses. Start by locating the correct hinges for the door location and place them on the door. Next 
place two (2) M8 Flat Head Bolts through the face of the hinge and through the tube door hinge mounting boss.      
(FIG 1) Secure the Hinge Fasteners with a M8 Flat Washer, then M8 Nyloc Nut. (FIG 2) Using the supplied 5mm Hex 
Wrench and 13mm open end wrench begin to tighten these fasteners but leave slightly loose for further adjustment 
later. Repeat this process for the remaining hinges.

Door Assembly: STEP 1

Install the corresponding Door Latch on the Door Latch Bracket. Use Large M8 Button Head Bolt with a M8 Flat 
Washers passing through the latch, securing the bolt on the back side with a M8 Nyloc Hex Nut. (FIG 3 & 4) Repeat for 
the remaining two (2) holes. Using the supplied 5mm Hex Wrench and 13mm open end wrench begin to tighten these 
fasteners but leave slightly loose for further adjustment later. (FIG 5) Repeat this process for the opposite Door Latch.

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Align the hinge pins with the factory door hinges of your vehicle and gently lower the doors onto the hinges. (FIG 6) 
Loosely install the factory door retention nuts with a T50 Torx Wrench. (FIG 7) You may need to wiggle the door to 
align the hinge pins in the hinges. Note: Do not fully tighten the retention nuts at this time. 

Door Installation: STEP 3

Next, gently close the door and align the latch on the vehicle's striker pin. (FIG 8) Push the door onto the striker until 
the latch fully engages with two clicks. The Carnivore Tube Doors are equipped with two stage latches; please make 
sure that both stages are engaging before proceeding. If the latch is not engaging properly you may need to loosen 
the latch with the provided 5mm Hex Wrench and a 13mm open ended wrench. (FIG 9) Adjust the position of the latch 
as needed. 

STEP 4

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While the door is still closed and the latch is door latch 
is fully engaged, properly adjust the door aligning the 
door gaps front to back and along the base of the door. 
Carboard shims may be used at this time to keep the 
door properly aligned. (FIG 12) Next, tighten the Door 
Hinge Fasteners using a 5mm Hex Wrench and 13mm 
open ended wrench. (FIG 10 & 11)

STEP 5

Next, gently unlatch the Door by lifting up on the latch knob on the inside of the door. Begin to swing the door open to 
tighten the Door latch Bolts. (FIG 13) Tighten the three (3) Latch Bolts using the 5mm Hex Wrench and 13mm Open 
Ended Wrench. After all three (3) latch bolts are tight, check proper engagement of the Latch on the vehicle's striker 
pin. (FIG 14) Re-adjust the latch as needed for full engagement.

Gently swing the door open and loop the door check strap over the hook on the inside of the door. Attach the other 
end of the door check strap to the factory hook on the inside of the vehicle. (FIG 15) The check straps have multiple 
positions to allow for adjustment. Adjust the position of the straps so that the door will not open too far and come in 
contact with the body of the vehicle. Fully tighten the door retention screws from "Step 3" using a T50 Torx Wrench.
(FIG 16)

Optional Mirrors: STEP 8

Optional mirror installation for front doors: Align the optional mirrors with the three (3) holes in the mounting bosses 
on the doors. (FIG 17) Pass the M6 Flat Head Screws threw the holes in the mirror and secure them with a M6 Flat 
Washer, M6 Lock washer and M6 hex nut. (FIG 18) Tighten the screws with the supplied 4mm Hex Wrench and 10mm 
open end wrench.

Subject to the terms, exclusions and limitations herein and with respect only to Carnivore branded accessories first 
sold in the United States, Carnivore warrants to the initial retail purchaser only that your Carnivore accessory shall be 
free of defects in material and workmanship: for a period of three (3) years from date of retail purchase.

This Limited Warranty is not assignable and shall terminate upon sale of the vehicle upon which the Carnivore 
accessory is installed or other transfer to third persons.

All other warranties are hereby disclaimed, except to the extent prohibited by applicable law in which case any implied 
warranty of merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose on this product is limited to three (3) years from date 
of initial retail sale. Carnivore reserves the rights to: (a.) require invoice or other proof your accessory is within the 
terms of this Limited Warranty as a condition of warranty service and, (b.) make future revisions to this product and 
Limited Warranty without prior notice or obligation to upgrade your product.

What is Not Covered:
Your Carnivore Limited Warranty does not cover products or parts Carnivore determines to have been damaged by or 
subjected to: (a.) installation damage, alteration, modification, combination with other parts, failure to maintain or 
improper repair or service, (b.) normal wear & tear, cosmetic damage or damage from moisture or water immersion, 
(c.) Acts of God, accidents, misuse, negligence, inadequate mounting or impact with vehicle(s), obstacles or other 
aspects of the environment, (d.) theft, vandalism or other intentional damage.

Remedy Limited to Repair/Replacement:
The exclusive remedy provided hereunder shall, upon Carnivore inspection and at our option, be either repair or 
replacement of product or parts (new or refurbished) covered under this Limited Warranty. Customers requesting 
warranty consideration should first contact Carnivore to obtain a RGA number (610-701-3336). All labor, removal, 
shipping and installation costs are customer’s responsibility.

Other Limitations - Exclusion of Damages - Your Rights Under State Law:
In consideration of the purchase price paid, neither Carnivore nor any independent Carnivore distributor/licensee are 
responsible for any time loss, rental costs, or for any incidental, consequential, punitive or other damages you may 
have or incur in connection with any part or product purchased. Your exclusive remedy hereunder for covered parts is 
repair/replacement as described above.
